submit a financial report at each executive board meeting; 
submit a financial report at each regular membership meeting; 
submit a quarterly report to the SDMBB&SC accountant, and an 
annual report at the January meeting.

Each sign states that 
Hidden Anchorage is for waterskiing 
only and no other activity is allowed. 
 
I have great hopes that these signs will 
help prevent kayakers from launching 
at the course and drunken swimmers 
attempting to swim to the jump ramp. 
Assuming that dog owners will 
obey the signs, we should also see a 
reduction in the number of dogs 
swimming in the paths of our boats. By 
reducing the number of dogs in the 
water, it will greatly reduce the number 
of deflated turn balls we have to trash 
due to dog bite punctures.

Quivera Way, for approving the 
wording on the signs and their 
installation.
